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The Regional Perspective

Wetlands management is successfully used to control mosquitoes in 6
states in the Northeast and Mid-Atlantic, with control levels of 90-100%.

Maryland - 22,000 acres under management in ditched marshes.
Delaware - 7,000 acres with 2,000 more acres planned.

New Jersey -over 21,300 acres

Connecticut - 2, 294 acres

Rhode Island and Massachusetts have strong wetlands programs as well.
Ocean County NJ is perhaps most similar due to its low tidal amplitude.

Ocean County has 10,292 acres under management and off their airspray
program and plans 6-7,000 more acres at about 300 acres/year.

Atlantic County has 2,364 acres under management.

With experience on over 43,950 acres, the question is not whether these
techniques work to control mosquitoes and reduce pesticide use, the
guestion is, are the changes in the marsh appropriate and acceptable?
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
