ÅEstablished in 1956
ÅCombat adult mosquitoes, particularly along coastal region
ÅOriginally conducted substantial source reduction work within the saltmarsh
ÅConducted adulticiding primarily by ground vehicles
ÅUsed truck traps and NJ traps
ÅDid limited amount of out-reach programming

Recent History
ÅConduct much more thorough disease surveillance over a wider area 
ÅDiscontinued source reduction projects in saltmarsh
ÅAdulticideprimarily with aircraft
ÅUse CDC light traps (nuisance and EEE surveillance) and gravid traps (WNV)
ÅIncreased amount of educational programming
